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On July 17, 2019, Governor Andrew M. Cuomo established the Farm Laborers Fair Labor Practices Act, which takes effect on January 1, 2020. Under this law, there are important labor and insurance requirements for farm employers, owners, and operators, as well as new injury/illness notification requirements for farm contractors. 
Please note: As of January 1, 2020, farm contractors, upon learning of a farm laborer’s work-related injury or illness, are required to notify the employers, owners and/or operators of the farm where the injury or illness occurred as soon as possible, but within 30 days from the date of the accident or illness.
